This site is approved for annual recurring “winter flying” on the condition the Club will commence and cease 

RPAS operations in accordance with any arrangements with the aerodrome operator to negate full-scale/RPAS 

aircraft interaction on a seasonal basis. 

As the pilot stations are located on an aerodrome, and within 3nm of two aerodromes (Mardon (CMA6) 

1.73nm northwest) and (Beeton Field (2.68nm) northeast, the club rules must comply with MAAC policy and 

procedure documents and should contain any additional procedures the Club deems appropriate to permit 

RPAS operation in a manner that should not interfere with aircraft operating in the established traffic pattern 

(CAR 901.47(1)).   

CAR compliance remains an individual’s responsibility. 

Any changes to club rules or procedures upon which this authorization was issued must be sent to MAAC. 

 

This authorization is valid until the BEETON RC FLYERS [Club 361, Zone L] fails to renew their MAAC membership,
