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Huron Cup 2015 RGPOI‘ { By Tony Mathews

The 15th annual Huron Cup was held
at the Zander sod farm in Tottenham,
ON, 45 minutes North of Toronto. The
weather was about as perfect as you
could ever hope for. Zero to 2 m/s wind
all day, blue skies, 30 C and large plen-
tiful thermals. The field is a glorious ex-
panse of manicured grass. There are a
few trees around some of the edges but
it’s very rare and unlucky to end up in a
tree.

The wind was from the west which is
the ideal direction for this field. The only
drawback to our field is that you do have
to walk a considerable distance to get to
the flight line, but almost everyone came
prepared with carts or shoulder bags and
little grumbling was heard.

This year I was very happy to see a
good contingent of our American friends
making the trip north. Shlomi Rosen-
zweig flew all the way from LA to
chase the AmCup points. Israeli F1B
team member Ohad Weisflener is stay-
ing in New York and came with Aram
Shlosberg to practice before the World
Champs in Mongolia as did Greg Simon
(USA F1B team). Naturally, almost all
of the Canadian FAI FF team took ad-
vantage of the great weather to practice
as well.

I had decided to fly five rounds only
this year to allow time to fly mini events
after the big events were complete on

limiting your technical mistakes.

In F1A, Four of the eight entrants
made the flyoff. While the conditions
were ideal for F1B and F1C, the lack of
wind was causing problems for the F1A
flyers. Lot’s of huffing and puffing to try
and keep the models in the air!

Since the conditions were ideal, Leslie
Farkas decided to fly two rounds of the
Canada Cup on Saturday afternoon so
that we only needed to fly five rounds on
Sunday. It was a good decision as it al-

lowed our American guests more time for

travelling home.

The flyoffs were scheduled for late Sat-

urday evening so everyone was invited to
Ladi Horak’s nearby cottage for a Bar-
beque and some drinks to relax and get
out of the hot sun. Good food and good
friends made for a very relaxed atmos-
phere. While we were enjoying ourselves
the wind had picked up to about 3-4 m/s
so an evening flyoff looked unlikely.

The wind appeared to be calming
down so we drove back to the field to at-
tempt the flyoffs. Unfortunately, while
at ground level the wind did seem to be
reduced, some F1A test flights showed
a large amount of drift at altitude. So
the flyoffs were postponed until 6:30 am
Sunday morning.

6:00 am Sunday morning came much
too soon and the field was enveloped in
ground fog. We moved the flight line

far into the field and put up several test
flights with F1A models and determined
that there was a west/south-west drift
but very gentle. Ideal for flyoffs as soon
as the fog cleared. The fog cleared about
7:00 am and the F1A flyoff was under-
way.

Jama Danier had made some monster
practice flights with his new 2.5 meter
all carbon LDA model. But for some rea-
son he decided to fly his “short” car-
bon LDA model (only 2.3 meters) and
unfortunately messed up the launch. His
model spun down to about 2/3 height and
made only 296 seconds. Shlomi launched
soon after and made a good launch but
unbelievably they had tied with identical
scores! Leslie Farkas made 244 seconds
for third place with Igor Fradkin making
181 seconds with a conventional model
with a mechanical timer.

The F1B flyoff went next and the con-
ditions were just about perfect. Very
little drift and good visibility. I man-
aged to make 408 seconds with my new
1.9 meter LDA model followed by Aram
Shlosberg at 364 seconds (flying the
same model!) and Tom Vaccarro in third
with his familiar six panel model at 362
seconds. Ohad was unfortunate to finish
third just one second behind Tom after
the rounding up of the fractional seconds.

The second F1A flyoff began and Jama
was first off and this time made a much

THE TEAM
Our team for the 2015 F3K (Hand Launch Gliders) World
Championships (WC) was as follows:

THE SITE

The competition took place in Ludbreg, Croatia, with the fly-
ing field was right on the edge of town and within walking dis-
tance of our hotel. The field was only recently converted from
arable land and was a therefore a little rough and it was brack-
eted on the South by a road with houses and the North by the
train track for local commuter rail line. Landing out in either
of these directions was not a good idea.

All team members and our equipment arrived in Ludbreg
without issue. Some of our flying friends were not as lucky: a
few American pilots had their models lost in transit, and they
only arrived just in time for processing prior to the competition.

The weather for our entire stay in Croatia is best described in
one word... HOT. Daily highs were in the high 30s and low 40s.
With little to no wind and fairly high humidity, it was a chal-
lenge to keep cool and hydrated. We were lucky enough to pur-
chase what was probably the last “EasyUp’’ style tent in all of
Croatia, so we had some shelter from punishing sunshine.

THe F1zir Cup

On the weekend prior to the WC a pre-contest was held, the
“Fizir Cup.” This gave the organizers a chance to test out the
field, PA, scoring system, etc. prior to the big show. The Fi-
zir Cup had what is probably the largest field ever for an F3K
contest, with 125 entries. There were a few organizational hic-
cups, but overall things ran smoothly.

Fizir Cup Results:

* 1st — Paolo Rota, Italy

* 2nd — Alex Hewson, New Zealand

* 3rd — Richard Swindells, United Kingdom

* 62nd — Ivan, 94.88% (of the winner’s total)

* 70th — David, 94.22%

* 97th — Pat, 86.10%

The only other order of business prior to the main competi-
tion was model processing, which went very smoothly.

THE COMPETITION

The main competition took place over six days, with five
days of preliminary rounds and one day for the fly-off for the
top Senior (12) and Junior (8) pilots. A total of 17 preliminary
rounds were flown, equalling the total from the 2013 World
Champs in Denmark.

For the most part, the weather made it very easy for the top
pilots to maximize their flight times in all rounds. As a result,
the cut-off for making the senior fly-off was an incredibly high
98.82% of the leader’s score. Even more incredibly, Alex Hew-
son of New Zealand led the preliminaries from wire-to-wire.

* 2nd — Joe Wurts, New Zealand

* 3rd — Anthony Rotteleur, France

* 53rd — David, 93.83%

* 59th — Ivan, 92.34%

* 60th — Pat, 89.01%

In the fly-off, Alex Hewson of New Zealand continued his
stellar flying, and was crowned world champion for 2015.

2013 F3K World Championships
Technical Report

As mentioned in the Team Manager’s report, due to the
weather conditions the top pilots had a fairly easy time
maximizing their flight times for most of the competition.
When this occurs in F3K, one particular aspect of the
competition becomes paramount: being able to catch and
re-launch your model in the shortest time possible. In the
F3K circles, this is referred to as a quick turnaround.

Quick turnarounds are important due to the tasks flown
in F3K. All tasks involve multiple flights, and several are
defined such that the allowed flight time completely fills
the 10 minute task window. So, any time the pilot spends
catching and re-launching the model is time lost from a
perfect score. The quicker your turnaround, the more like-
ly you are to win the round.

How quick is quick, you may ask? To give you an idea,
let’s consider the task that requires the pilot to fly five
2 minute flights in @ 10 minute window time. The win-
ning flight times for this task at WC were between 9:53
and 9:55. So, the top pilots are catching and re-launching
their models in roughly 1 second. That is fast!

In order to achieve such quick turnarounds, the pi-
lot must bring the model in on a steady, smooth flight
path, all the while readying himself to grab the launch
peg mounted on the tip. And, once the peg is in his hand
quickly spin and re-launch the model. This skill takes
many hours of practice, and is something that all top pi-
lots can do in all but the worst weather conditions.

It is hard to sit down and think of
what you want to build in the forthcom-
ing year. Perhaps you have had a model
in mind for the last few months. In any
case, this is the time for planning and
preparing. Choose an easy project and
give it your best effort. I had some pro-
jects in mind for Junior and Beginner
programs this year. I would like to see
the newer members of the hobby start off
with the basics and learn about the prin-
ciples of flight by building something in
its simplest form instead of buying it in
a box.

The first project would be to build
a few hand-launch gliders of different
forms and sizes. By doing this, we could
fly the first ones indoors and then pre-
pare for some advanced models to fly
when the weather gets better.

The next project could be a basic
trainer. The little Telemasters fit into
this pretty well as they only require three
channels to operate. For those who like
to fly U-control, T would suggest build-
ing a basic Ringmaster, or a Flite Streak
Trainer. The Goldberg or Brodak racers
such as the Buster, Cosmic Wind and the
Shoestring are easy to build and are also
stable flyers. With any of these last few
models, they are versatile enough to fly
in competitions such as racing and stunt.

You might think that I am regress-
ing in my ideas, but not necessarily. This
is an opportunity to learn the basics as

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we build, and find out what makes these
models fly. We learn about their de-
signs, their proportions and the systems
that control the plane. Myself, I have
been learning about weight, balance and
the amount of control surface move-
ment required to change the directions

in flight. I have found I have been over-
controlling the planes and that too much
angle of the elevators acted as a brake.
Likewise, too much angle of thrust on
the motor and rudder was not necessary.
Once airborne in U-control, the inertia
of the plane should have enough centrifu-
gal force to keep the lines tight. The only
place where 1 really needed rudder offset
was on takeoffs.

As for balance, I found that the choice
of materials affected the weight a lot.
This could determine whether the mod-
el would glide or not when the power
shuts off. In U-control, I'm still learn-
ing about wingtip weight boxes and exit
points on the wing tips.

Weight and balance is particularly im-
portant when you are setting up planes
that could fly on their own, such as free
flight, gliders, and radio control planes.

L’année 2015 est terminée; bienve-
nue a 2016! C’est une nouvelle ére pour
le MAAC puisque cette année marque
le début de la course de drones grace au
vol par immersion (First Person View ou
FPV en anglais). Cette activité amusante
capte de plus en plus I'attention des mé-
dias et on dirait que moins de gens s’inté-
ressent aux drones pour la photographie
ou des prises vidéo aériennes que pour
participer a des courses. Du moins, c’est
ce que j‘ai remarqué. Méme notre pré-
sident du MAAC en possede un de course
-- ou peut-étre méme plus d‘un, depuis
que nous nous sommes parlés. Toutefois,
comme nous le gardons occupé, il est tres
possible qu’il ne dispose pas de suffisam-
ment de temps pour s’en servir.

Nous avons commencé a recevoir
des questions sur la facon d’organiser
des courses au sein du MAAC; certains
concurrents ou organisateurs trouvent
que c’est difficile d’appliquer les régle-
ments afférents au vol par immersion
lors d’une course rapprochée. Personnel-
lement, je crois que les réglements pour
FPV peuvent facilement étre appliqués
aux courses de drones. Voici quelques
suggestions sur les fagons dont un club
peut organiser des courses en toute sé-
curité :

1. Sélectionnez un terrain approuvé
du MAAC qui soit suffisamment vaste
pour la tenue de votre évenement. Assu-
rez-vous que l’aire des pilotes offre une
vue dégagée du terrain en entier : aucune
obstruction, pas d’arbres ni buissons et
aucun champ de mais. Assurez-vous que
cette méme aire des pilotes puisse ac-
commoder un nombre important de pi-
lotes et que ces derniers soient au moins
séparés d’un ou deux metres. Protégez
cette méme aire a I’aide d’une cldture
temporaire et élevez les récepteurs et les
antennes au-dessus de la cloture.

2. Concevez le parcours. Pour ce faire,
vous pouvez utiliser des nouilles de pis-
cine (en mousse), des fanions, des ban-
niéres, des objets gonflables. Gardez en
téte que vos drones voleront a vitesse
élevée, alors ne rapprochez pas trop vos
obstacles, clotures et fanions. Déposez
au sol des fleches jaunes en Coroplast ou
de petits cones oranges afin d’indiquer
la trajectoire de vol optimale autour des

objets. Ces aides visuelles se voient ha-
bituellement bien a I’écran de la caméra
FPV qui se trouve sur votre drone.

3. Trouvez une personne au sein de
votre club qui s’intéresse a la course FPV
et qui est détentrice d’une licence de ra-
dio amateur (HAM) et demandez-lui de
vérifier I'installation de la station ter-
restre ainsi que le partage des fréquences
de course.

Le succes de la course dépend sur-
tout de votre surveillance afin que PER-
SONNE ne se trouve derriere Iaire des
pilotes et qu’elle se mette en devoir de
mettre en fonction (allumer) un émetteur
FPV durant la course. Vous devriez aussi
chacun vous munir d’un grand panneau
d’indicatif amateur (HAM call sign) de-
vant les drones sur la ligne de départ et
dans I’angle de votre caméra. Cela fait
en sorte que chaque personne est respon-
sable de son installation de fréquence
pour la course; cela s’accomplit grace a
la licence de radio amateur.

La course devrait étre disputée a puis-
sance de transmission MINIMALE et
pouvoir couvrir le terrain en entier; le
but, c’est d’éviter le chevauchement des
signaux.

4. Chaque pilote devrait avoir assigné
son observateur. Lors d’une course FPYV,
le réglement afférent a I’observateur dif-
fére quelque peu. En raison de la vitesse
élevée qu’atteignent les drones, |’obser-
vateur ne peut reprendre le contrdle de
votre appareil pendant que vous le pi-
lotez, ce qui I’'empécherait peut-étre de
s’écraser. Pendant une course FPV, le
role de l’observateur, c’est de compter le
nombre de tours qu’enfile votre drone et
de s’assurer gque vous n‘avez manqué au-
cune porte ou obstacle. Le cas échéant,
votre observateur devra le prendre en
note.

L’observateur devra aussi se faire une
note visuelle de I’endroit ol votre drone
s’est écrasé advenant le cas ou vous
n‘avez pas franchi la ligne d’arrivée. De
cette facon, vous serez en mesure de ré-
cupérer votre drone rapidement, apres la
fin de la course. Lors de courses sur des
terrains plus vastes, I’observateur peut
méme porter une deuxieme paire de lu-
nettes FPV afin de s’assurer de I’exacti-
tude de la course que vous courez.

5. Aménagez un espace de spectateurs
qui soit bien protégé. Un secteur conve-
nable, ce serait derriére I'aire des pilotes
et derriére une cloture de sécurité. Les
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pilotes ont tendance a se protéger, si bien
que I’endroit le plus sécuritaire, c’est jus-
tement derriére eux.

6. Organisez une course en guise de
test et préparez des parcours de pra-
tique. Cela fera en sorte que vos pilotes
se familiariseront avec votre piste de
course et cela leur permettra -- de méme
que "opérateur de licence radio amateur
d’ajuster les stations au sol et "installa-
tion de vol par immersion, histoire d’évi-
ter le chevauchement des fréquences ou
une quelconque interférence. Accordez
quelques heures a ces tests et a ces pra-
tiques afin d’augmenter les chances de
succes lorsque la course aura lieu «pour
de vrai».

7. Pendant la course, les parcours de
pratique et les tests, rappelez-vous que
vous devez observer tous les réglements
du Code de sécurité du MAAC. Restez
derriere la ligne de vol (I'aire des pilotes)
lorsqu’un drone se trouve dans les airs.
Ne partez a pied afin de récupérer votre
machine que lorsque tout le monde a fait
atterrir la sienne.

L’une des régles les plus importantes,
c’est de ne JAMAIS lancer I'alimenta-
tion (mettre a on) de votre émetteur tan-
dis que vous vous trouvez dans l’aire des
pilotes. Vous ne devriez «allumer» ce-
lui-ci que lorsque vous vous trouvez a la
ligne de départ/d’arrivée, au moins a 80
ou 100 pieds de l"aire des pilotes.

The year 2015 is over, let’s welcome
2016! This is a new era for MAAC as
this year will mark the beginning of FPV
drone racing. This fun activity is get-
ting more and more media attention, and
it looks like fewer people are interested
in buying a ‘drone’ for flying and taking
pictures or an aerial video while more
are looking into getting a drone for ra-
cing. At least, that is what I have noted.
Even our MAAC President has a racing
drone -- or perhaps even more than one
-- since we last spoke. However, we keep
him busy, so it is quite possible that he
does not find too much spare time to race
with it.

We've started receiving questions
about how to organize races within
MAAC since some find that our FPV
rules are difficult to apply to close-range
racing. Personally, I find that FPV rules
can be easily applied to drone races.
Here are some suggestions as to how a
club can organize safe drone races:

1. Select a large enough MAAC- sanc-
tioned field for the event. Make sure that
the pilots’ pit has a clear view on the
whole field: no obstructions, no trees, no
bushes, and no corn fields. Make sure
the pilots’ pit is large enough to accom-
modate a good number of pilots with at
least 1-2 metres between pilot stations.
Protect the pilots’ pit with a temporary
fence, and raise the FPV receivers and
antennas above the fence.

2. Design the race track. You can
use pool noodles, flags, banners, inflat-
able shapes to do so. Keep in mind that
your drones will fly at high speeds, so
do not place your obstacles, gates, flags
too close to each other. Lay down yellow
Coroplast arrows or small orange plastic
cones to indicate the optimal flight track
around your objects. These are usually
visible from the FPV camera on your ra-
cing drone.

3. Find a person in your club who is
interested in FPV racing and who has a
HAM license and ask him to look over
the ground station set-up and look-up/
set-up the racing frequencies.

The success of the race largely depends
on making sure there is NOBODY behind
the pits who powers an FPV transmitter
ON during the race. You should also have
a big sign with his HAM call sign placed
in front of the drones at the take-off line,
in view of cameras. This ensures aware-
ness that the person is responsible for the
frequency set-up on this race, and that it
is done through his HAM licence.

Racing should be done with the MIN-
IMUM required power, to cover the
whole field and to avoid signal overlap.

4. Each pilot should have a spotter as-
signed. The rule of the spotter in an FPV
race is somewhat different. Due to the
high speed of the drones, the spotter can-
not take control of your drone while you
are flying to save it from crashing. The
role of the spotter in an FPV race is to
count the laps, make sure that you do not
miss any gates or obstacles, and if you
miss any, he should be noting it down.

The spotter is also responsible for
making a visual note of the place where
you crashed your drone in case you did
not make it to the finish line. That way,
you can recover your drone quickly after
the race is over. In some races with lar-
ger fields, the spotter can even wear a
second set of goggles to ensure the accur-
acy of your race.

5. Set up a well-protected area for
the spectators. Behind a fence, pos-
sibly behind the pilots’ pit is a suitable
area. Pilots have the tendency to protect
themselves, so the safest place is always
behind the pilot.

6. Do a test race and set up practice
runs. This will ensure that your pilots
will get familiar with your racetrack, and
it will give them and the HAM-licensed
operator some time to perfect ground
stations, frequencies, and FPV set-up
to avoid frequency overlap and interfer-
ences. Assign a few hours for test and
practice runs to enhance the success rate
of your race.

7. During racing, practice runs, and
test runs, all MAAC Safety Code rules
apply. Stay behind the flight line (pilots’
pit) while there is a flying object in the
air. Walk to recover your craft only after
everybody has landed.

One of the most important rules is
to NEVER power your transmitter ON
while in the pit. It should be powered
ON at the start/finish line, at least 80-
100 feet away from the pilots’ pit.

Recently, a friend lost isolated eleva-
tor control on takeoff, leading to a cat-
astrophic crash and model loss. Analy-
sis of the wreckage did not show a cause
— elevator channel worked fine on bench
testing, but the transmitter and receiv-
er were sent back to the manufactur-
er. Their service technician identified
a crack in the receiver printed circuit
board (PCB).

By ‘jiggling’ the board, the elevator
channel loss could be reproduced. This
receiver has a bind button hard wired to
the PCB. It turns out that if the “'bind
button” is pressed a little too hard, one
can crack the PCB.

It is important to understand the but-
ton needs very little pressure to be put
into bind mode. My friend had used his
elbow to hold a hex driver on the but-
ton while powering up the receiver to
“bind’ it. Please accept this as a warn-
ing — these components can be fragile,
and when the bind button is built onto
the PCB, it is easy to damage it.

Be careful!

ANNUAL CHECK-UP

The ‘off season’ is a good time to go
through all your airplanes and ensure
all your electronics are working proper-
ly, the power and receiver batteries are
in good shape and the fail-safe settings
are properly set. It doesn’t take long to
go through each model and you might
catch a problem when it can still be eas-
ily fixed.

It crash landed in an area of very dry
brush. As I was going to get into my car
to go retrieve what was left of the plane,
a huge cloud of white smoke was rising
from the area. A club member and I each
grabbed a fire extinguisher and two other
members grabbed shovels, as I thought
we were dealing with a brush fire. Upon
finding the airplane, we discovered the
six-cell lithium polymer battery had ex-

We
smothered it with dirt and the Dry Chem-
ical fire extinguishers.

I went back to the
clubhouse and grabbed some water and
garbage bags and went back and picked
up the remnants of the plane and ensured
nothing was smoldering.

I think the battery got punctured or it
got shorted during the crash, causing it

Since its release on November 27,
2014, Transport Canada’s Advisory
Circular AC 600-002 has pretty much
put a stop to any further work by the
Safety Committee on updates to the
Safety Code. Billed by TC as ‘advisory’
material and with assurance from TC
that we are not the target, MAAC
has proceeded on the premise that all
members follow the recommendations
put forth in AC 600-002 whenever
and wherever possible but where these
recommendations cannot be complied
with due to the flight envelope of some
classes of models, MAAC and TC agree
that deviation is acceptable as long as
members comply with the MAAC Safety
Code for the type of model being flown
and the venue at which the flight occurs.

More recently on May 28, 2015 TC
released NPA # 2015-012 (Notice
of proposed amendment to the Civil
Aviation Regulations or CARs) with the
stated objective to address the rising use
of UAVs (Unmanned Air Vehicles) for
both recreational and limited commercial
purposes by implementing new and/or
revised air regulations covering their
ownership and operation. Like AC 600-
02, the NPA also refers to model aircraft
as included in the new rulemaking.

The NPA called for feedback on its
proposed amendments by interested
and potentially affected stakeholders
by August 28. Like many other
organizations, MAAC submitted a
response. All feedback submitted is
currently being reviewed by TC and a
first draft of the revisions to the CARs
should appear in the Canada Gazette by
the spring of 2016.

Just how that timing could be affected
by the outcome of the federal election
is not clear. Until they appear in the
Canada Gazette, we simply do not know
what the amendments to the CARs will
be.

This much is known. The NPA as it is
currently worded contains recommended
changes to both the definition of Model
Aircraft and UAVs and to their end
use. It also proposes exemptions to
the requirement for some commercial
operators to obtain an SFOC (Special
Flight Operations Certificate), providing
certain criteria are met. This, in itself,
will have the effect of blurring the lines
between model aircraft and UAVs.

Most important to MAAC, many of the
recommended rules for UAVs and Model
Aircraft contained in Advisory Circular
AC 600-002 are also included in the
NPA. Should these become law through
amendments to the CARs, MAAC could
face many challenges to our current
operational practices including both
the location of many of our flying sites
and possible flight restrictions on some
Special Interest Group (SIG) categories.

Fortunately however, also contained
in the NPA is an acknowledgment from
TC that ‘The objective of this portion of
the proposed rulemaking activity is to
define a regulatory approach that will
allow traditional modelers to continue
to conduct safe flight activities, and
""The rule proposes to address UAV's
used for any and all purposes and
intends to provide a ‘carve out’ for
modelers operating within an aero-
modelling organization that allows the
continued activities (sport/vecreation
and competition) that model aircraft
enthusiasts have enjoyed for decades.”

Exactly what these statements mean,
what the final version of the ‘carve out’

mises a jour du Code de sécurité.

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will look like, who will be eligible to use
it or if in fact, a carve out will be offered
at all, are still unknown. For that reason,
it was decided that no further changes
would be made to the Safety Code
until a clearer picture emerges or some
unforeseen requirement arises. To date,
none has.

The entire NPA can be seen by going
to RDIMS # 10477932 /SGGDI
10652095.

Essentially, what it proposes is to
grant a ‘carve out’ from the new UAV
rules for members of organizations
such as MAAC engaged in traditional
aero-modelling activities governed by
a set of formal safety practices such as
the MAAC Safety Code, allowing them
to operate more or less independent of
the new rules established for UAVs. It
is expected, however, that TC will not
simply grant this ‘carve out’ to any
organization without assurances that the
organization is equipped and capable of
stepping up to what amounts to a huge
increase in responsibility and workload.

So this is where we are as of
November, 2015. We anxiously await
Transport Canada’s next move. There
is much at stake and every member
needs to realize that this is the greatest
challenge that we have ever faced to our
continued freedom to fly model aircraft
in Canada. MAAC will continue its
efforts to work with Transport Canada
through the CARAC Committee to ensure
that the objectives stated in the NPA
are achieved in a way that protects that
freedom. The 2016 Safety Committee
stands ready to assist in any way it can.

Three
rounds were to be flown with each pilot
having his two best flight scores added
together.

The final flight of the round found Len
with an over-run on the ST .51-pow-
ered Shark Attack that cost him landing
points. Tabulator Naomi Macklem en-
tered the scores for each flight immedi-
ately into the computer program so that
live scores were available.

In each of the succeeding rounds, the
weather warmed up and the winds tend-
ed to calm down with an occasional re-
appearance to keep the pilots focused.
Len resolved his fuel load issue of round
one and burned in two great flights. Kon-
stantin continued to experience some en-
gine starting issues but flew some excel-
lent patterns and was scoring well.

Pat improved his scores after each
flight, including his second flight where
the wind got calm but changed direc-
tions several times providing that un-
easy feeling of no line tension on several
manoeuvres. As for myself, I removed a
couple of grams of nose weight for my
second flight which helped improve turn
quality and gave me my best score of the
competition.

The flight of the day belonged to Peter.
In his final round flight, the nerves were
settled, the air was right and Peter flew
great shapes, got the bottoms at five feet
and really impressed the judges and the
other competitors.

ComBAT PLANES
In past articles, I have introduced the
planes used by my club but I thought it
would be nice to cover this ground again
as the planes proved themselves as great

competitors in our club’s Combat Event,
even in winds of 24 km/h with gusts to
39 km/h that were blowing that day.

The plane we use is the TechOne P51D
ARF. We originally purchased it from
NitroPlanes.com but it is now also avail-
able through our local hobby store at a
very affordable price. This EPP foam
plane comes with the motor, 20-amp
ESC, prop and servos. Supply our own
receiver and battery (three-cell 1000
mAh Li-Po) and you are good to go. This
plane could be assembled and set up
ready to fly in about an hour or two.

It is a fun plane to fly at any time, in-
cluding the winter, and has no problem
towing a 1” x 30’ crape paper streamer.
The plane has proven to be very resilient
and quick to fix, if you can find all the
pieces. All the planes you see mid-air in
the video were repaired and ready to fly
again in an hour or less using regular CA
and Goop. The obtainable power range
can be between 135 and 200 watts,
drawing less than 20 amps, depending on
the propeller used.

Remember -- RC Combat is the
most fun you can have with a model
airplane! 4

VoL ELECTRIQUE AVANCE :
DE QUEL EQUIPEMENT AVEZ-VOUS BESOIN
POUR VOLER?
PAR JOHN WEEKES ET MATT McGUIRE
(ArnPrIOR RADIO ConTROL CLUB)

Il y a de cela quelques numéros de
cette chronique, il se pourrait que vous
vous souveniez que mon ami Matt Mc-
Guire et moi vous avons brossé un ta-
bleau du vol électrique de base pour ceux
d’entre vous qui étiez en train de vous
familiariser avec cette technologie exci-
tante; vous vouliez en savoir plus long sur
ce que vous devez considérer.

A 15époque, nous avions indiqué
que nous voulions assurer un suivi, un
survol qui traiterait des installations de
recharge et de motorisation qui peuvent
vous offrir un mode de recharge efficace,
ce qui vous permettrait dailleurs de faire
voler des maquettes plus imposantes.
Nous avons aussi regu plusieurs requétes
de la part des lecteurs de cette revue
qui voulaient savoir a quel moment cet
article-ci serait publié. Eh bien, le voici
et nous espérons que notre discussion du
sujet et que nos exemples seront utiles.

Nous sommes tous deux des pilotes
trés actifs de maquettes électriques et
membres de I’Arnprior Radio Control
Club. J’en suis le président actuel et
Matt fait partie de I’exécutif en sa qua-
lité de responsable des communications
Web du Club. Ce club s’est forgé une spé-
cialité des petits-gros (communément ap-
pelés en anglais Giant Scale). Notre piste
gazonnée est de 800 pieds par 100 pieds
et nos installations se trouvent dans un
environnement rural de I’Est ontarien, si
bien que les grosses maquettes a essence
ou électriques peuvent y évoluer sans
probléme.

Matt et moi pilotons des maquettes
électriques de toutes les dimensions mais
nous pilotons aussi des petits-gros élec-
triques (pour étre tout a fait transpa-
rents, nous faisons aussi voler des pe-
tits-gros a essencel).

L’objectif du survol que nous nous ap-
prétons a vous offrir, c’est de vous don-
ner une idée -- a I'aide de notre propre
équipement en guise d’exemples repré-
sentatifs -- du type d’équipement de re-
charge et de motorisation dont vous
aurez besoin afin de faire voler des ma-

quettes électriques plus imposantes de fa-
con efficace et tout au long d’une journée
passée a effectuer des vols. Régle géné-
rale, nous chargeons toutes nos batteries
a la polymere de lithium (Li-Po, dans le
jargon courant) a domicile, dans le ga-
rage (et sous supervision de tous les ins-
tants) avant méme de nous rendre au ter-
rain de vol.

DE quor AVEZ-voUS BESOIN?

Méme un bref examen des principales
revues d’aéromodélisme d’un peu par-
tout dans le monde (c’est-a-dire Model
Airplane News et FIyRC) et quantité de
site Web de vente illustrent le fait que les
options de chargeurs disponibles sur le
marché sont trées nombreuses et que leurs
caractéristiques sont innombrables.

En guise d’exemple d’installations,
voici les détails de nos propres systemes
de recharge -- ceux-ci nous permettant
de piloter des maquettes a batterie Li-
Po de 8S a 12S. Vous pourriez noter que
mon systeme me permet de recharger les
batteries 8S et 10S de mes petits-gros.
Toutefois, je dois faire attention de ne
pas surcharger mon chargeur TwinSpec
en raison de trop d’ampéres, sans quoi je
vais surcharger mon systéme, tant et si
bien qu’il s’éteindra automatiquement.

J’ai recours a des batteries Li-Po G3
de chez Team Great Hobbies (de capacité
4S, 5S et 6S a 5 000 mAh), ce qui signi-
fie que je peux les recharger a cing fois
leur capacité (5S). Vous n’aurez certai-
nement pas besoin d’une calculette pour
Vous apercevoir que mes 20 ampeéres ne
peut encaisser la capacité de charge de
ces batteries Li-Po a haut rendement.
Conséquemment, je les recharge au ter-
rain une a la fois tandis que le chargeur
est réglé a «wide open», en autant que
possible.

Je contourne toute perte de temps de
vol en utilisant plusieurs batteries et en
surveillant constamment les cycles de re-
charge des batteries tout au long de ma
journée de vol et de la séance de jasette
avec les autres modélistes. D’un autre
cOté, si on se tourne du coté de I'instal-
lation de Matt, sa gamme plutét impo-
sante de chargeurs fait en sorte qu’il peut
recharger rapidement toutes ses batte-
ries Li-Po.

D’une certaine fagon, nos deux instal-
lations montrent qu’il existe une «bonne»
et une «meilleure» fagon de recharger
des batteries pour les pilotes qui veulent
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faire voler de plus grosses maquettes
électriques dotées de batteries Li-Po de
plus grande capacité.

T am the current Club President
and Matt is also an executive officer re-
sponsible for the Club’s web communi-
cations. Our club tends to specialize in
giant scale models. Our grass field is
800’ x 100’ and located in a relatively
isolated rural location in Eastern On-
tario, so it is ideally suited for large gas
and electric models.

Matt and I fly all sizes of e-models but
both of us fly giant scale electric models
(just to be clear -- we also make noise
flying giant scale gassers as well!).

The intent of the following overview
is to give readers a sense, by using our
own power set-ups as representative ex-
amples, for the kind of charging and
power set-ups that are needed in order
to fly larger electric models relatively ef-
ficiently and continuously during a day
of frequent flying. As a general rule, we

Model Aviation

charge all of our Li-Pos (small and large)
at home in the garage, under continuous
supervision and monitoring, before we
head to the field.

WHAT DO YOU NEED?

Even a cursory review of the main
international model airplane magazines
(i.e., Model Airplane News and FlyRC)
and maybe a few of the more promin-
ent retail websites highlights the fact
that there is a huge range of charger op-
tions with a bewildering array of features
available on the market today.

By way of the examples set-ups below,
we display the details of our charging
systems — ones that allow us to fly mod-
els with 85-12S Li-Po requirements. Of
note, my system allows me to fly my 8S
and 10S giant scale models. However, I
do need to be careful not to overload my
TwinSpec charger with high charging
amps or I will overload the system, re-
sulting in a system shutdown.

I use Team Great Hobbies G3 Lipos
(4S, 5S and 6S each with 5000mAh
capacity) that can be charged at up to
five times their capacity (5C). You don’t
need a calculator to figure out that my
20A cannot handle the charge capabil-
ities of these high performance Li-Pos.
As a result, I tend to field charge them
one at a time with the charger operating
as “wide open’ as possible.

I avoid delays in flying by using mul-
tiple battery packs and constantly mon-
itor the charging cycles of the batter-
ies during a day of flying and yacking.
On the other hand, close examination of
Matt’s set-up reveals that his broad ar-
ray of high performance chargers is ca-
pable or rapid charging all of his Li-Pos.

So, in a sense, our two example set-
ups show ‘good’ and ‘better’ charger/
power set-ups for flyers who wish to fly
larger electric-power models that incor-
porate Li-Pos with higher S and cap-
acity ratings.

Taken together, it has been our col-
lective experience that with some degree
of financial investment, it is possible to
fly large capacity model set-ups with
relative efficiency. The evolving elec-
tric technology permits continuous flying
without being a slave to slow-charging
batteries.

We hope that our set-ups will give
modellers a reasonably accurate idea of
what they would need to invest in to fly
larger models. Please feel free to con-
tact either of us if we can be of assist-
ance in decision-making about charger
and power supply systems. Both Matt
and I can be reached via the Arnpri-
or Club website — www.arnpriorradio-
controlclub.com.

With every building season comes new
experiences. In this case, telemetry is
becoming more common, along with new
innovations that harness the power of the
turbine to recharge onboard batteries!
The hobby keeps getting more and more
complicated, but with that complexity
comes advantages that, in some ways,
make our hobby less risky. (That is, so
long as you read the manual and under-
stand the new technology...)

With data recording and telemetry, the
chance of diagnosing a flame-out is im-
proved, a jammed or malfunctioning ser-

rent draw, or even issues to do with radio
reception can be found before they cause
a real problem... With the newer ECUs
and on-board charging, we still need to
be aware of battery health but we now
have a safety net!

And just like LCD televisions, a newer
product with more features hitting the
market tends push the price down for
new items of older technology, and high-
quality used equipment. The net effect is
that more equipment becomes available
to those tempted to give turbines a try!
We now see turbines regularly sold for
less than $2,000, with many years of life
left in them, if treated right.

Good luck in 2016, with whatever new
jet you have on the building table right
now! %

GROWING AS A PiLoT
Xavier Mouraux

""Even if you don’t plan to enter a con-
test, it’s a good idea to practice aerobat-
ic sequences.

"Flying specific manoeuvres in a
specific order gives you a goal and you
learn new things about the manoeuvres,
your plane and your flying and introdu-
ces planning and discipline to your flying,
likely making your flying safer

"This also applies to indoor flying.
Many foamies available commercial-
ly could perform the Canadian Indoor
Sportsman sequence in a normal school
gymnasium. You may want to organise
your flying session in a way that you
could practice without too many air-
planes in the air at once. Properly done,
everyone will have as much flying and
less damaged airplanes.

KEePING THINGS LIGHT
“A very important criteria for in-
door airplanes, and any airplanes, is the
weight. The lower the weight, the slower
and the better it flies. When performing

manoeuvres, a slower airplane gives
more time to the pilot.

"There are simple things that could
be done to save weight on commercially
available kits. I set up pull-pull linkages
on the elevator and rudder in lieu of the
pushrods usually included. I use 1/16”
heat shrink sleeves on the aileron rod
pivot points in lieu of metal pieces. The
plastic motor mount could be replaced by
1/16” ply and made as small as need-
ed. Wheels could be replaced by a small
piece of Velcro under the wheel pants.

"Choosing a small motor, ESC, bat-
tery, receiver and servos is obvious.

In this issue, I will provide a wrap-
up of the MAAC RC Pylon Committee
activities for 2015.

CATEGORY SUMMARY

2015 was another good year for
Canadian RC Pylon racing. Clubs in
Calgary, Edmonton, Medicine Hat,
Regina, and Saskatoon held races. Rain
and windy weather was a factor at both
Regina and Edmonton where a full slate
of competition rounds and events was not
able to be completed but everyone had
fun while the racing lasted.

The competition held in Medicine
Hat was the third time the club there
hosted a pylon event. They do not have
club members who participate directly
in pylon racing, but they use the contest
as a fundraising activity for the club.
The racers really appreciated the extra
contest in the schedule.

Pylon racing interest in Ontario is
slowly being cultivated by a few pylon
veterans who encourage flyers new to
racing to give it a try.

The Electric Formula One platform
is being used to generate new interest
in racing. Local practice and ‘how-to’
sessions are being held by the veterans
and one or two fun races are also being
organized. I expect to be hearing more
from the group in Ontario as they

promised to send me some articles and
photos in the future for Model Aviation
Canada.

Ten MAAC members actively
participated in pylon competitions
sanctioned by the NMPRA (the special
interest group for pylon in the U.S.A.).
Most of these flyers travelled to some
high profile competitions in Phoenix
Arizona and the US NATS in Muncie,
Indiana.

A notable point is that RC Pylon at
the AMA NATS has the highest number
of registered competitors of all model
categories during the AMA’'s month-long
NATS schedule. Three of us attempted to
participate in the NMPRA Championship
race in North Carolina in early October
but the contest was cancelled due to
hurricane Joaquin which made its way
up the East Coast of the U.S.A. T made
a nice trip to Toronto for lunch and
returned the same day. Harold Sattler
and Henry Redekop had already arrived
in North Carolina when the contest was
cancelled.

Roy Andrassy of Calgary continues
to consistently place in the top ten
for overall season points in both the
Quickie 500 and the Q40 events within
Canada and the U.S.A. Roy’s dedication
and performance at this level is an
inspiration for all participants in RC

pylon racing.

Hank Kauffmann of Calgary continues
his technical development of a wireless/
worker-less pylon judging and timing
system. Hank’s work is state-of-the-art
in our sport of RC pylon racing. He has
dedicated thousands of hours of personal
time and significant personal expense
in the development of a system that will
remove nearly all human judgment and
subsequent error and from our racing
competitions. Some funding has been
provided by personal and corporate
donations over a period of three or four
years. In 2015, the Calgary Pylon Racing
Club secured some government funding
to assist Hank in his development efforts.

FAT WoRrLD CHAMPIONSHIPS

The F3D (gas) World Championships
were held in the Czech Republic this
year. There were no MAAC members
who attempted to qualify for the
World Championship team in the year
previous, so MAAC did not send a team
to this championship event. During the
competition, a new world record time of
0:55.32 seconds was set by Randy Bridge
of the U.S.A. Developments in engine,
aircraft, and pilot skill continue to push
this world-class event to faster and faster
times. A very well produced video of

Dans ce numéro, je vous offre un
résumé des activités du Comité du MAAC
de maquettes de course autour de pylones
en 2015.

PAR CATEGORIE

Yannée 2015 a une fois de plus été
bonne pour la course autour de pylones
au Canada. Les clubs de Calgary,
Edmonton, Medecine Hat, Regina et
Saskatoon ont organisé des courses.

Dix membres du MAAC ont activement
participé a des compétitions de course
autour de pylones que parrainait la
NMPRA (le groupe d’intérét pour ce
type de course aux Etats-Unis). La
plupart des pilotes se sont déplacés a
des compétitions trés corsées a Phoenix
(Arizona) et aux U.S. Nats a Muncie
(Indiana).

Il convient de noter que la course
autour de pylones lors des NATS
de ’AMA américaine rassemble le

plus grand nombre de concurrents
inscrits, toutes catégories de maquettes
confondues, lors de I’horaire des NATS
qui dure un mois au complet. Trois
d’entre nous avons essayé de participer a
la course du Championnat de la NMPRA
en Caroline du Nord, début octobre,
mais le concours a été annulé en raison
de l'ouragan Joaquin qui se déplagait
alors le long de la c6te Est américaine.

Hank Kauffmann (aussi de Calgary)
poursuit sa mise au point d’un systeme
sans fil/automatisé de jugement et de
chronométrage. Ce travail est a la
fine pointe technologique au sein de
notre sport. Hank a investi des milliers
d’heures de son temps personnel et
d’importantes dépenses personnelles afin
de concevoir un systéme qui éliminera le
jugement personnel et I’erreur humaine
lors de nos compétitions. Des dons
personnel et aussi corporatifs ont fourni
un peu de financement du projet, ces
dernieres trois ou quatre années. En
2015, le Calgary Pylon Racing Club a
déniché du financement gouvernemental
afin d’aider Hank a développer son
produit.

CHAMPIONNAT MONDIAL FAI

Le Championnat mondial de F3D
(essence) a eu lieu en République
Tcheque, cette année. Aucun membre
du MAAC n’a tenté de se qualifier au
sein de I’équipe I’année précédente,
si bien que le MAAC n’y a pas envoyé
une équipe.

World Championship teams, although the
traditional ‘Team Trials’ option is still
available.

Unfortunately, using Team Trials
causes potential team members to make
very expensive trips to participate in the
trials, as set out by the Committee. The
new option available to us allows the
MAAC membership to apply for a place
on these teams based on their contest ex-
perience and results.

Every two years, the RC Scale Com-
mittee plans to provide the MAAC mem-
bership the opportunity to apply for a
Canadian RC Scale Team membership.
This is a way to recognize those contest-
ants who do well participating in Top
Gun, Scale Masters, National Associa-
tion of Scale Aero-Modellers, NorthWest
Scale Championships events or any other
event in the world.

Prospective team members can send
in a résumé of their contest experience
gained anywhere in the world to a RC
Scale Team Selection Committee.

Team Funbine

Part of the vision of this new ‘Team
Selection’ process is to help selected
Team members financially through a
number of initiatives.

We hope to get donations via mini-
ature air shows held across the country.
As a bonus, miniature air shows can pro-
vide benefits to clubs and MAAC by pro-
moting the hobby with the ‘hope’ we gain

more members.
A good air show program would pro-
vide:
* Promotion of MAAC to the com-
munity;
* Enhance the RC aero-modelling ex-
perience for the MAAC membership;
* Provide an opportunity to raise
funds for charities and club oper-
ations.
My experience is that events promoted
to the public gain the club new members
every time.
